Day 01 : Arrival in Kathmandu
On arrival at Tribhuvan international airport, Kathmandu to embark on your Mount Kailash Mansarovar Tour via Lhasa you will be welcomed by our local tour manager who will arrange a comfortable transfer for you to the pre-booked hotel in Kathmandu. At the hotel check into your room and relax for the rest of the time. Overnight stay on sharing basis and veg buffet dinner will be organized at the hotel.

Day 02 : Kathmandu Local and Preperation
Wake up early in the morning as today we are visiting few very popular temples of Kathmandu. After breakfast we will our sightseeing early with a visit to Pashupatinath Temple where you can participate in morning aarti is at around 09.00AM. After this we will visit Jal Narayan Temple (Also known as Sleeping Vishnu Temple or Neelkanth Buddha Temple) and Guhyeshwari Mata Temple (one of the Shaktipeetha). Later return to your hotel. You may spend rest of the time at leisure preparing for the next day flight to Lhasa or explore the Thamel market of Kathmandu which is very popular place among travelers for buying useful trekking and adventure gears etc. In the evening, we will have short trip briefing session followed by introduction of all group members. Overnight stay and dinner will be at the hotel.

Day 03 : Kathmandu – Lhasa 
After breakfast Transfer to Airport and Fly to Lhasa (3700m), reach Gongger Airport and transfer to hotel and stay overnight. 

Day 04: Lhasa Sightseeing: Potala Palace, Jokhang Temple. 
Morning section to visit the famous Potala Palace and explore the grandest of this myriad chapels, you will experience its audience halls, the jeweled and Golden burial chortens(stupa Tombs) of past Dalai Lamas, and tremendous number of Buddhist frescoes, thangkas, combinations of mandala etc.

Afternoon section visiting to the holist temple in Tibet, the Johkang Temple, built during songtsen gonpo's reign by princess wencheng of tang dynasty, 647 A.D, and its famous Barkor Kora, where you can buy or appreciate traditional Tibetan artifacts, religious implements, antiques, books, Tibetan music instrument, Thangkas, and tradition tibetan clothes etc. you will have chance to get close to appreciate how the artists draw Thangkas at the Thakangka workroom at Barkor. Stay overnight in Lhasa.

Day 05: Lhasa - to Shigatse

Morning after breakfast Drive from Lhasa to Shigatse 360kms (3900 m) in the morning. In Shigatse, you will visit the famous Tashi Lhunpo monastery where you can see the well preserved largest statue of Jampa (future god) in the world. The monastery itself is abiding place for the successive Penchen Lamas.

Then drive to the Sakya county where you can visit the famous Sakya monastery. The most interesting thing in Sakya sect is that the sect do not believe in reincarnation and the head of Sakya sect will wear white cassock and also marry and have children.

Then forwards to world highest pass Gyatso-la pass with 5200 m above sea level and take a good rest in Sakya. Stay overnight in Sakya County.
Day 06:  Drive to Saga County (350km) 
Morning After breakfast Drive to Saga, a Distt head quarter and city at the Bank of River Brahamputra, reach and hotel ch-in and Stay Overnight at Saga hotel. 
Day 07 : Saga/Dongpa – Lake Mansaroavr (4500M)(280kms).

Morning after breakfast drive to lake mansrovar, we will be drive through the beautiful medows around and you can see the High Himalayan mountains and passes around, lunch again enroute, reach mansarovar and everyone has to get down and take another Vehicle for Lake Mansarovar Parikrama, reach cheugonpa and ch-in to guesthouse and Stay Overnight.

Day 08: Lake Mansarovar – Darchen 46kms (4600M)

Early morning, take bath at Mansarovar and time for havan and Pooja uptill 12 noon, take Lunch and drive to Darchan (35kms/2hrs, reach and Checking formalities by Authorities and later ch-in to the hotel ans stay overnight.

Day 09: Darchan-Yamadwar-Deraphuk (4890M)

Morning after breakfast drive upto Yamadwar 8kms, which is starting point of Kaialsh Parikrama (Kora), those who are not willing to go for Parikrama they can visit Yamdwar and do three parikrama along with taking darshan of Mt. Kailash, Trek to Deraphuk 12 kms Parikrama day 1. Reach in the evening and Stay overnight at Guesthouse. 

Note: those who are not able to do parikrama they will stay at Darchan

Day 10 : Deraphuk – Zuthulphuk (4790M).

Early Morning after breakfast and pack lunch, along with team members start trek or by horse to Zuthulpuk (22kms trek)this is little tough day but not steep climb, reach Zuthulphuk and stay overnight. 

Day 11: Zuthulphuk – Maniwall – Darchen- Saga (4500M).

Morning after breakfast trek to Maniwall 8kms, a bus pickup point our team will receive you and drive to Darchan, take lunch and Drive to Saga/dongpa reach and stay Overnight. 

Day 12: Saga-Shigatse(3900M).

Morning after breakfast drive to Shigatse reach and transfer to hotel and stay overnight.   

Day 13: Shigatse- Lahasa(3700M).

Morning after breakfast drive to Lhasa hotel ch-in, after lunch free time to visit market for shopping and stay overnight.
Day 14: Lahasa - Kathmandu.

Morning after breakfast drive to airport and fly back to Kathmandu reach and stay at Kathmandu hotel. 
Day 15: Drop Day. 

Morning after breakfast drive to Lhasa Airport to fly back to your hometown.
